Delangata & Marne Martin-Tucker (4 yo mare)

Delangata is a Hanoverian mare by Del Piero out of a Langata Express xx mare. She was bred by Hilltop Farm and Champion of her foal inspection.  Delangata has been under saddle on and off since last spring with various breaks for growing. Since March 1st of this year, she has been in full training again, with light work four to five days a week. In September 2006, she showed in the 3 Year Old Filly Materiale class at Dressage at Devon.  She is First Level trained, schooling some walk canter transitions, and her rider/owner hopes to compete in the FEI 4 Year Old Test this year.

Davy Crockett & JJ Tate (4 yo gelding)

Davy Crockett is a 4 year old Hanoverian gelding by ES Donavan out of a Weltbekannt mare bred by Nancy Bowlus and owned by Wendy and Marty Costello.  Davy has been shown at Training Level with scores well into the 70s and has been selected as a demonstration horse for other Young Horse Symposiums.  Davy is schooling First Level and JJ hopes to compete him at First Level and in the FEI 4 Year Old Tests this year.

Sinatra Song & Inga Janke (4 yo stallion)

Sinatra Song is an approved premium Hanoverian stallion by Sandro Hit out of a Pik Bube II/Akut mare.  He is licensed for breeding in Hanover and Oldenburg and won the private Hanoverian stallion approvals in 2005.  Sinatra finished his 70 Day Stallion test last Fall in Germany and was the highest scoring 3 year old Hanoverian stallion in the 2006 Bundeschampionate held in Warendorf.  The goal is to qualify him for the 4 Year Old National Young Horse Championships in Lexington, Kentucky in September. Temperament, movement and talent are making this a very exceptional stallion for sport and breeding.

Solstice & Erin Sweeney (5 yo mare)
Solstice is a Hanoverian mare by Sandro Hit out of a SPS Weltmeyer mare.  Solstice’s dam was Grand Champion of Dressage at Devon as a yearling and was exported to Germany where she won her MPT and the Verden Mare Show,  Solstice, herself, is an Elite Mare Candidate and was bred and owned by Marefield Meadows.  Solstice was shown successfully in 2006 at Training Level, with scores of 80%+, and in the USEF 4 Year-Old FEI Tests scoring as high as 8.74.

Waldo & Todd Bryan (6 yo gelding)

Waldo is a Hanoverian gelding by Wallstreet Kid out of a Trapper/Darling mare, bred and owned by Phyllis and Bob Svendsen.  Waldo has been in training with Todd Bryan for two years and with Todd aboard placed 5th at the BLM Finals at First Level in October 2006.  At Waldo’s first show a few weeks ago he received qualifying scores of 66%+ in Second Level Test 4.  Waldo is schooling Third Level at home, including flying changes, but these are not yet confirmed.

Donnermuth & JJ Tate (6 yo gelding)

Donnermuth is a 6 year old Rhinelander gelding by Don Bedo out of a World Cup I mare. “Petri” has already had a very successful show career winning the Region II Training Level Championships at age 4 and the Region I First Level Championships at age 5.  He also was 5th in the Markel Young Horse Championships (5 Year Old Division) in 2006.  Petri was shown Second Level Test 4 and won his classes and will also compete in the FEI 6 Year Old Tests this show season.

Carrara & Teresa Smith (6 yo mare)

Carrara  is an Oldenburg mare by Contucci out of a Bumernag mare.  She was born in late July of 2001 so she is really a very young 6 year old. Carrara’s dam, Balalaika, was Grand Champion at Dressage at Devon and also won the Fourth Level Division with her amateur rider. Carrara was started as a 4 year old because of her size and maturity. She has only had about a year under saddle at this point.  She traveled to Florida for several weeks this year so that her rider/owner could have lessons with Michael Barrisone--other than that she has just been ridden at home.

Donovan & Cesar Parra (6 yo stallion)

Donovan is an Oldenburg stallion by Diamond Hit out of a Consul mare.  Donovan was the winner of the Bundeschampionate as a 4 year old and Reserve Champion of the Bundeschampionate as a 5 yr old.  Donovan and his owner/rider had a very successful Florida season, showing 2nd level and in the FEI 6 Year Old classes, winning all but one of his tests.  He has tremendous gaits, many times receiving a “10” for his walk, and has an even better temperament. Donovan is a pleasure to ride and work with. Their goal for this year is to represent the United States in the World Championship for Young Horses in Verden.

4:30 p.m.
Baron Verdi & Jim Koford (6 yo stallion)

Baron Verdi is a Trakehner stallion by Monteverdi out of an Anduc mare.  He won his foal inspection with an overall score of 8, and a 9 on his walk. The German inspection team declared him a "definite stallion prospect." He remained in Germany until the age of 2, when he was imported to the U.S. to begin his basic training and preparation for the ATA stallion inspection, where he was approved at age 3.  Last year at Dressage at Devon, Baron was Reserve Stallion Champion and finished the year with a median score of 72% at First Level.  Baron and Jim have plans to compete in the FEI 6 Year Old Test this season.
